2. Tenure:

The term of the Members of the Grants Committee will be for a period of two financial
years ending on 31 March, 2017. Members will be eligible for re-appointment for subsequent
terms.

3. Meetings:

The meetings of the Grants Committee, at least two in a financial year, will be held in
New Delhi. The date of meetings will be intimated to the Members of the committee well in
advance.

4, Functions:

The Grants Committee will consider various applications received from the voluntary
organisations, educational institutions including private colleges, private libraries and
museums, universities including deemed universities and individuals for allocation of funds for
scientific  preservation/conservation/repair/restoration, microfiiming, listing, cataloguing,
evaluation, translation, publication/ reprint of historical documents, charts, maps etc. in their
custody as also purchase of manuscript/ rare books, as per conditions for grant under the
scheme. In addition, financial assistance would be extended to archival photographs and prints
(including oleographs and lithographs). The assistance would also be provided for purchase of
items required for preservation of manuscript/rare books i.e. air conditioners, vacuum cleaners,
fumigation chambers and chemicals for treatment. The Scheme would also provide financial
assistance for digitization of manuscript/ rare books, archival photographs and prints (including
support for digitization job work as well as purchase of equipments viz. camera, scanner,
computer, printer, and copier).

5. Procedure:

Applications in the prescribed format will be received through the State Level
Screening Committee/State Archives in respect of the registered voluntary organisations and
individuals as per the scheme. The State Level Screening Committee/State Archives will
forward such applications to the Chairperson, Grants Committee, National Archives of India,
Janpath, New Delhi-110 001 with their specific recommendations. Universities (including
deemed universities) may, however, send their applications directly through their respective
Registrar. In case of private colleges affiliated to the universities, the applications should be
forwarded through the Registrar of the respective university. The applications should be
accompanied by required documents as indicated in the scheme.

6. Allowances:

The Members attending the meeting will be paid TA/DA as admissible under the rules.
